blood transfusion.

Penny is an 8 year old York-
shire terrier who had been
transferred to ACCES for post-
operative care the previous
Thursday. She had a spay
surgery and dental at her regu-
lar veterinarian, and the major-
ity of her teeth had been re-
moved. Penny continued to
bleed from her gums where
the teeth had been extracted,
and was now anemic from the
blood loss.

Chico is a 3 year old Chihuahua mix.
That same Thursday, his family no-
ticed that he was really tired, and did
not want to eat. On Friday Chico
went to see his veterinarian who

found that he had pale gums. Chico
was transferred to ACCES for fur-
ther diagnostics and treatment of his
emerging anemia.

By Saturday afternoon both dogs
had become so anemic that they
needed a transfusion to get better.
The doctor on duty had them both
blood-typed and cross-matched to
units of blood from the ACCES
Blood Bank. Chico and Penny were
the same blood type, and cross-
matched to the same donor. Be-
cause each donation of dog blood
results in two units
of packed red
blood cells, both
dogs received
blood from donor
Chilly that after-
noon, and then
made remarkable
recoveries.

Penny perked up
immediately, and
her gums stopped
bleeding overnight.

Fur-
ther tests showed that he was ane-
mic from an auto-immune disorder
called Immune-Mediated Hemolytic
Anemia (IMHA).

He is still seen by
the internal medicine department for
follow-ups, but is already being
weaned off his
