In the past few decades research into
the blood types of dogs and cats has
made transfusion medicine in animals a
safe and effective form of treatment. The
ACCES Blood Bank has one of the most
stringent blood typing requirements for
our donors to ensure that our blood is
unlikely to cause a transfusion reaction
when given correctly. However, even
when the blood type of donor and recipi-
ent are taken into consideration, other
factors can lead to a potentially life-
threatening transfusion reaction.

Immunologic Reactions
The most serious blood transfusion reac-
tions are called

which attack proteins on the surface of
the red blood cells being given because
the proteins are seen as foreign invaders.
This reaction can occur within five min-
utes of starting a transfusion and may
cause fever, high heart rate, vomiting,
breathing difficulty, low blood pressure or
even death.
