Chloe is a 13 year old Cairn terrier who transferred to ACCES from Animal Care Center for
fever and lethargy. She had a bout of vomiting earlier in the week and continued to be de-
pressed. When admitted, she had an ultrasound which strongly suggested that her gall blad-
der may have ruptured. Chloe was given a guarded prognosis and emergency surgery was
recommended. During surgery, Chloe began to hemorrhage from the inflamed liver near the
gall bladder and her blood pressure dropped dramatically. Chloe received a unit of packed
red blood cells from donor Gus, and then, as her surgery was finished, she was also started
on a unit of whole blood from donor Nutmeg. Chloe had a slow recovery, and was monitored
closely overnight. Because of the severity of her condition, Chloe was hospitalized for sev-
eral days after surgery, but she made a complete recovery. She is doing well at home today.
