matory bowel disease, and 
respiratory issues.  In addi-
tion, internists receive ad-
vanced training in use of en-
doscopy, bronchoscopy, and 
rhinoscopy for diagnostic and 
therapeutic purposes. Dr. 
Herman and Dr. Wilson per-
form these procedures many 
times each week and are also 
able to perform laparoscopic 
biopsy procedures.  Our inter-
nists work closely with your 
regular veterinarian to provide 
seamless long term care of 
your pet. 
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What is Rhinoscopy? 
Rhinoscopy involves the use of  thin, tubular instruments which have tiny fiber optic video cameras at the end to visualize the inside of the nose. There is a rigid 
scope that is passed through the nostrils into the nasal cavity as well as a flexible scope that is passed into the mouth and retroflexed (turned back on itself) 
over the roof of the mouth to look at the nasopharnyx (back of the nose).  The procedure is performed under general anesthesia. 
 
 
Why Perform Rhinoscopy? 
Pets with a bloody nose (epistaxis), nasal discharge, sneezing or congestion may benefit from rhinoscopy to help diagnose and treat the cause. Rhinoscopy 
can be used to visualize foreign objects stuck in the nose, as well as identify tumors, polyps or fungal infections in the nasal cavity. It is also used to diagnose 
allergic rhinitis. Sometimes biopsies of the nasal tissue are taken to further diagnose the problem. 
 
 
Before Your Appointment 
Often rhinoscopy can be performed on the same day as your petôs initial consultation. We may tentatively schedule your pet for rhinoscopy when you call to 
schedule the consultation. The procedure will be performed only after the doctor has examined your pet, discussed rhinoscopy with you, and obtained your 
consent for the procedure.  
 
In preparation for possible rhinoscopy, withhold food from your pet after dinner the night before your appointment. Water is allowed up until your petôs appoint-
ment time.  
 
Occasionally it will be recommended that a CT scan (CAT scan) be obtained before rhinoscopy. A CT scan can give a good image of the area in and around 
the nose, including the thin bony divide between nose and the brain. This information can be essential in some cases. 
 
 
Following the Procedure 
Often patients are hospitalized overnight following rhinoscopy/nasal biopsies since the nasal tissues can be quite sensitive. Some bleeding from the nose is 
expected. In the hospital,  we can attend to any nose bleeds and administer medication for any discomfort.  Most pets are then comfortable and ready to go 
home the next morning.
