Veterinary Assistants – Level I
Summary:  

Veterinary assistants help the veterinarians and technicians take care of patients.  They help the reception staff with admit, computer entry, and triage. We encourage our staff to learn and advance their skills. However, there are specific procedures that must be performed by licensed personnel only. 

Essential Job Functions:

· Perform treatments and administer medication and procedures as directed by the    veterinarian or veterinary technician.
· Depending on level, may perform laboratory tests and take radiographs. 
· Keep the hospital clean by cleaning triage room after each patient, reception area as needed, treatment area, cages and laundry.
· Walk animals as directed by technical staff.
· Fill prescriptions once Veterinary Pharmacy Clerk License is obtained.
· From time to time the veterinary assistant may be responsible for clean up of the hospital grounds including the removal of animal waste.

· Participate in all staff and technician/assistant mandatory meetings

· Participate in the review process for other staff members when requested

· Communicate patient status with oncoming staff and veterinarians, and update records and financial information as needed in the computer

· Be committed to ACESS’ Core Values

· Other duties as assigned

Qualifications:

· Previous veterinary or animal experience

· Must be able to pass Washington pharmacy clerk exam within one month of hire

Working Environment:

Position involves use of cleaning solutions and other chemicals, lifting up to 40 lbs, and may be exposed to aggressive animals (in-house handling\restraint training is required)
